INDEX #1, CONFEDERATE PENSIONERS OF TEXAS

This list was copied by Mrs. G. L. Hardin and Mrs. C. M. Halliburton from Index
Book #1 of Confederate Pensioners, on file in the Office of the Comptroller of Pub-
lic Accounts, State of Texas, Capitol Building, Austin, Texas. It includes all of
pages 2 through 5; there was nothing on page 1. These record spplications for pen-
sions by veterans then resident in Texas; but not necessarily native-born Texans
who had served from Texas. #1 is one of several index books for veterans and for
widows and is NOT a complete list of all aspplications for veterans with "A" names.
Each index book runs A through Z. The papers themselves are on file in the Capitol,
at present, and often give date and place of birth, service record, residence, and
other particulars concerning the veteran and his associastes. Some papers contain
little information; others, much. Since 1961 is Civil War Centennial Year, the
quarterly publishes these records of people of that period. The records extend over
Texas and into other Southern States (and don't forget those Northern-born men who
also served the South). These names are NOT indexed on pages 17-20 of this issue.
