No language can portray our affection for him nor do justice to
his many virtues of head and heart ~ He is gone to that rest prepared for the
people of God where with the assisting Grace of God we expect to meet him,

Thomas H. Duggan died at his residence in Guadalupe County State of Texas
on the 26th day of December A. D. 1865. Blessed are the dead who die in the
Lord.

At the home of Mrs., J. T. Campbell in Seguin on the 16th May 1902, Mrs,
Elizabeth Duggan departed this life, making another aching void in our hearts,
leaving another vacant chair in our home.

Alston Duggan died at the residence of his son, Dr. Malone Duggan, in San
Antonio July 9th 1908.

Mrs. Sarah Emma Duggan died at her residence in Port Arthur February 2lst
Nineteen hundred and nine.

William Young Duggan died in Rosenberg, Texas August 24th 1910.

Captain Edmund Duggan died at his residence in San Angelo, Tom Green County,
State of Texas on the 22nd day of April A, D. 1911.

On April 25th - 1914 -~ at her home in Seguin, Mrs, Maria E. Baker departed
this life ~ leaving an aching void in the hearts of her four children.
