J U L I A  LEE SINKS AND THE CHRONICLES O F  FAYETTE 

"What can you t e l l  m e  about your fo lks?"  This  s imple  ques t ion  asked 
of AGS c h a r t e r  m e m b e r  Se th  Darnaby Breeding about 2 5  years  ago has re- 
s u l t e d ,  i n  a c i r c u i t o u s  way, i n  an ex t raord inary  Bicentennial  s t o r y ,  one 
which cannot have i ts  equal i n  many o the r  s t a t e s ,  

two b ro the r s  and a sister,  set out  from Cinc inna t i ,  Ohio, for Aust in ,  
Texas. The p a r t y  went down t h e  M i s s i s s i p p i  t o  N e w  Orleans and there 
boarded a steamer for  Galveston, J u l i a ,  being endowed w i t h  a n a t u r a l  ap- 
p r e c i a t i o n  of h i s t o r y ,  must have been exc i ted  and somewhat awed t o  f i n d  
a s  fellow-passengers t o  Galveston t h e  Texas hero  General Sam Houston and 
h i s  new w i f e ,  Margaret Lea Houston. Years l a t e r  J u l i a  wrote and published 
an account of her  journey from O h i o  t o  Texas inc luding  an account of her 
con tac t s  with t h e  Houstons,

ch i ld ren ,  A f t e r  a f e w  years, i n  Austin the Sinkses  moved t o  La Grange, 
where they lived many years .

Waltgr P. Freytag, a former teacher ,  Faye t t e  County Superintendent 
of Schools,  newspaper owner, chairman of Fayet te  County H i s t o r i c a l  Com- 
mission, former mayor and long-time postmaster a t  LaGrange, and always 
a g r a s s r o o t s  h i s t o r i a n ,  has spent  much of h i s  busy l i f e  c o l l e c t i n g  in-  
formation on t h e  e a r l y  settlers of Fayet te  County. 
Breeding's ances to r s  w e r e  e a r l y  r e s i d e n t s  of t h e  county, he asked him,
